Complaints were even 
made about ôviolent snowball 
fightsõ; according to Carol 
Vorderman, the 3840 billion 

kg of snow that 
fell on Monday, 
made enough 
for ¼ million 
snowballs to be 
made by every-
one in the coun-
try! This down-
pour was cer-
tainly taken 
advantage of, 
as from the 125 
schools shut in 

West Sussex, kids amused 
themselves with the 20cm of 
snow that fell overnight, as 
melting snowmen lined the 
streets. 
Yet, behind the snowy facade, 
this massive flurry has had 
dangerous impacts nation-
wide; what with the 163 car 
crashes alone in Hampshire 
that first morning, over-
crowded hospitals, 30 mile 
long traffic jams, and commut-
ers stranded in airports and 
stations, emergency services 
were constantly at work, at-

tempting to rescue the hazard-
ous situation. 
However, there could be no 
denying that, never mind the 
snow, it was what it brought, 
which inspired such a positive 
mood; one dubious Monday 
morning, back to Davison after 
a long Inset day and week-
end, was transformed into a 
mini break!  Especially when, 
although they say lightning 
never strikes twice, ice made 
transportation equally treach-
erous on Tuesday, leaving half 
a million students in the 1500 
closed schools, with another 
free day; whether this was 
used for a catch-up break, a 
mega snowball fight, or simply 
a day to gratefully relax, re-
kindling vague memories of 
those legendary days off in 
the past, it will definitely be 
reminisced historically along 
side the New Yearõs other key 
events, for years to come.

I am sure some people wonder 
just what my job is at school as 
I donõt teach much.  One of my 
roles is to ensure that the facili-
ties of the school continue to 
improve and to try to find 
sources of money for the things 
we want to achieve.  At pre-
sent I am working on several 
projects which I know many 
girls would support. 
The first is that we have bid to 
the Government for money to 
help us build a Dining Hall, 
alongside the present school 
hall.  The estimated cost is 
£403,000 and we will need 
about £200,000 from the gov-
ernment to make it happen.  It 
would mean that we could 
have serving hatches and a 
dedicated eating space  which 
would be a great improve-
ment, but in the current eco-
nomic climate, we may not be 
able to secure the money. 
The second project involves 

Worthing Borough Council and 
West Sussex County Council in 
a joint venture to secure a 
community activity area at the 
edge of the field near Ham 
Road which would also include 
an entrance to school from 

there, a new road crossing and 
improved athletics facilities on 
the school site: a high jump and 
long jump area at least, at 
best an extension to the hard 
court area and improved light-
ing. 

Both these projects are very 
complicated and could take 
two years  to  accom-
plish.  Something which we are 
improving more immediately 
are the windows in a large 
proportion of the school: new 
uPVC windows are to be in-
stalled with anti-glare glass 
and costing over £70.000, 
with the first phase of the work 
starting at Easter this year. 
And FODs fundraising in this 
coming year is to concentrate 
on providing the money for a 
weatherproof canopy over the 
Science/MFL quadrangle at a 
cost of about £10,000. 
I will keep you posted on all 
these projects but, in the mean-
time, we must all make the best 
of the facilities we do have.
