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Causing uproar amongst the 
nation is the cervical cancer jab 
which has been offered to all 
girls from age twelve: most of 
you will have already received 
this, along with seventy-three 
percent of the eligible popula-
tion.  
Manufactured by Glaxo-Smith-
Kline, the drug was created to 
prevent young women from 
contracting the two most com-
mon types of HPV, the sexually 
transmitted disease that causes 
seventy percent of cervical 
cancer. Almost all girls contract 
HPV at some point in their lives, 
with six million people carrying 
it at any one time, however it 
mainly goes undetected and 
rarely develops into the can-
cer. Three thousand cases of 

cervical cancer are diagnosed 
each year: of this approxi-
mately nine hundred and 
fourty women die - the vacci-
nation could save four hundred 

lives per year. 
However, just a day before 
Davisonõs year 10õs and 11õs 
were due to receive their first 
vaccination, we were bom-
barded with the shocking news 
that fourteen year old Natalie 
Morton had fallen ill and then 
died after being given the 
cervical cancer vaccination at 
school. Naturally this tragic 
event planted severe seeds of 
doubt, and many students 
stopped to rethink their deci-
sion.  
Unsurprisingly the media has 
snatched up the scandalous 
rumours of the new vaccineõs 

side effects and faults, and as 
with the launch of any mass 
drug, the situation has ignited 
controversy across the nation. 
But how safe is the vaccine? It 
is difficult not to be swayed by 
t he  papers ,  and  t he 
ôreassuringõ leaflets distributed 
to inform us about cervical 
cancer were definitely suspect: 
we were all amused by the 
comic cover picture with the 
text on the mobile phone ð is 
the vaccination really òno 
probsó?  
To make you better informed 
about the benefits and disad-
vantages of the jab, we ar-
rived with a list of informative 
pros and cons to aid your deci-
sions. After all, this is an indi-
vidual issue which should not be 

influenced solely on the media.  
Reasons that the safety of the 
jab can be doubted: 

Since the jab was first 

produced and tested just six 
years ago, we have no way 
of knowing the long term 
effects. 

The jab only prevents 

the two most common types 
of HPV so people can still 

contract other types. 

People who have had the 

jab may feel too safe, resulting 
in less people going for screen-
ings. 

There have been cases of 

serious illnesses developing 
after the jab. 
The more expensive drug be-
ing offered in America protects 
against more types of HPV, 
however Britain uses the other 
type as it is cheaper. 
Reasons to accept the jab: 

The vaccination does not 

contain HPV, but a chemical 
that has a similar make up. This 

still causes the body to produce 
anti bodies to fight the disease, 
but there is no risk what so 
ever of you contracting HPV 
from this vaccination. 

You are seventy percent 

less likely to develop cervical 
cancer. 

The jab should save four 

hundred women a year. 

The jab was approved by 

ninety five countries. 

Side affects can occur, but 

this is the same for all vaccina-
tions. 
It is now clear that Natalie 
Mortonõs tragic death was not 
caused by the jab, but by seri-
ous health problems that went 
undetected. 

So, people must choose: do 
they reject the vaccines and 
risk the chance of cervical can-
cer, or trust in a drug which has 
been labelled with much uncer-
tain speculation? In the end, 
everyone is entitled to their 
own opinion, and the subject is 
personal ð especially after 
witnessing Jade Goodyõs tragic 
battle with the cancer. We 
hope that this article has 
helped you in developing a 
balanced opinion, enabling 
you to make an informed deci-
sion about the jab.
